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ABSTRACT

In the process of the new curriculum reform, the efficiency of English
classroom teaching in vocational high schools has attracted wide attention.
English classroom teaching in vocational high schools has its existing
teaching objectives, and teachers are constantly exploring a series of
strategies to improve the efficiency of English classroom teaching. Improving
the efficiency of classroom teaching is a process that follows the objective
law of classroom teaching activities and constantly promotes students to
study scientifically and achieve relevant results. Through three rounds of
action research, the author investigates and studies the classroom teaching
efficiency of a class in a vocational high school in S province, and analyses a
series of teaching efficiency problems in the classroom teaching, such as
most students do not preview in advance, students'low participation in
classroom teaching, and knowledge mastery is far from enough, etc. Three
rounds of action research should be carried out to achieve the expected
teaching objectives by adopting various teaching methods and means in the
stages of planning, action, implementation and testing, so as to improve
teaching efficiency. In the process of action research, the author not only
found many problems, but also adjusted and revised the teaching plan in the
process of practical teaching. Through the test and questionnaire analysis, it
was concluded that the students'classroom in the investigated class was
conducted through the flip teaching method, the cooperative teaching method
and the situational activity teaching method. Participation and enthusiasm
have been further improved. Thus, students'interest in English learning has
been increased, and the efficiency of English classroom teaching in

vocational high schools has been improved as a whole.
